Student Externship – June 3-August 2, 2019

Afternoon Show Internship

December 1, 2018-Present – A student from Horizons in Willimantic interns on the WINY Afternoon Show on Friday afternoons as his work program allows. He participates in the on-air segments, learns about broadcasting as well as learning some job coaching skills for any employment in the future.
